So in a brilliant move they hid their
warriors inside this horse and presented it as a
gift to the fortress which they could not
conquer. The gates were opened willingly and
the horse was pushed inside and gladly
accepted by their enemies. Once inside the
men came out of the horse and won the fight.
This reminds me of how some use the Bible. It
is only a covering for the false doctrines they
preach. They quote scripture and then go on to
teach whatever they want with little or no
regard for the truth. This is 180 degrees out of
sync with what I believe.

I believe the Bible is God's gift to man so that
we may know Him....

can find all we need to know about God in his
book; THE BIELE! It is an endless well of
comfort, strength, answers, advice, joy and
much, much more.

You ask me what I believe? Not a problem.
Just look at what the Bible says on this matter
and you've got it.
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For those of vou who need a few specifics as to

what we believe I submit the following...
